Pocket money

Health

doctor with you. Each centre is registered with a local medical practice. Any student may be
charged for a consultation with a doctor however in most cases initial consultation is free.
Students from countries outside the EU are not entitled to free treatment but are insured
under the Discovery Summer policy providing they do not need treatment for a pre-existing
condition. The first £25 of each claim is not covered.
